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| Introduction

Take a virtual field trip and learn about some different nonpoint source pollution and what we can do to help our 
environment! Use various articles and videos to develop more in-depth knowledge of nonpoint source pollution, 
the difference between point source and nonpoint source pollution, and watersheds.

•	WALT explore point source, nonpoint source pollution, and the differences between the two.

| Procedure

1.	 Assign all students the Google Forms and the Flipgrid/Google Document before getting ready to start the 
lesson. You can assign these through Google Classroom and create a heading to make it easy for students to 
find.

2.	 Review pollution and what it is. Have students discuss what non point source pollution is or what they think it 
is. This will get their minds going.

4.	After becoming familiar with nonpoint source pollution, students will complete Part 1 of the virtual field trip. 
The video that goes along with the questions is linked in the Google Form. The questions go in the order of the 
video, so students may stop, review, and start the video as needed. Students will submit Part 1 when they have 
completed it. This is worth 50 points. Here is the link for a quick reference for the teacher.

5.	 For Part 2, students will answer questions about the NJ Division of Water Quality. If you live in a different state, 
you can make a quick Google Form that references specifics within your state or create a different third part 
to the project. This is worth 25 points of the total grade. This is meant to extend learning on watersheds and 
nonpoint source pollution. Students should submit Part 2 when they have it completed. Use this website link to 
find answers for the questions. 

6.	 For Part 3, you can have students create a Flipgrid video or a Google Document. Students must discuss three 
new pieces of information learned throughout any of the videos/articles read throughout this field trip.

7.	 For early finishers, they can explore the videos/articles linked throughout this project in greater detail.

| Evaluation

If you link these assignments to Google Classroom, you can import the grades for Part 1 and Part 3, so the scoring 
is done for you. Combine the three parts and that will give you a project grade (scored out of 100 points) for the 
Virtual Field Trip.
